Annual Budget

A copy of the annual budget is delivered to every homeowner in December with the notice of the coming Annual Homeowner Meeting. The Board reviews the monthly expenditures at its monthly meeting.

Miscellaneous Information

For a complete description of each committee and its’ responsibilities, you will need to attend a committee meeting.

Board members are elected annually. There are 7 Board members positions. The Executive Board positions are one 3-year term, one 2-year term and five 1-year terms. Members are nominated by the nominating committee and at the annual homeowners meeting.

Homeowner fees pay for the upkeep and improvement of the common areas as well as legal representation, administrative costs and insurance fees. The annual budget more clearly describes the allotment of all fees.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION

You will receive a copy of the Rules and Regulations at the pre-closing interview.

Governing Documents
You may obtain a copy of the By-laws, Articles of Incorporation and Declaration of Protective Covenants from your title company. (The documents are part of the paperwork in the courthouse with your other property information).

If your title company obtained estopple information from the Homeowners Association, you have already paid for the documents. Please send a note requesting your copy.

Included in this packet is a ‘Violations Guideline’ that you should read in its entirety. It will explain that you will receive a violation for (in addition to other items in the governing documents but not listed here):

Running and conducting a business in your home and property

Storing trash and other items where they are visible from the road

Placing trash out on the wrong days

Parking commercial vehicles, boats, trailers, recreational vehicles, RV’s, inoperable vehicles in the driveway, in the street or on the property or where they can be seen from the street.

Cars parked on the lawns and swales and in excess of four vehicles will be towed

Pods, dumpsters and similar items that will be in the driveway while construction or moving in/out is in process require prior approval to avoid a fine

Installation of any fence or wall without approval and a permit

Removing or destroying plants in common areas and community lakes

Any exterior changes or additions (decks, patios, screen enclosures, shutters, painting, widening of driveway, removal of sod, removal of trees, etc.) without approval and a permit

Nuisance complaints including but not limited to; excessive noise from home, lawn or vehicle, vandalism & littering

Dead or diseased lawns, excessive weeds

Excessive staining on sidewalks, driveways and exterior walls

Broken or cracked windows

Broken gutters

Damaged roof, missing shingles
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
